Civil War Historical Fiction

Choose either a Civil War Historical fiction novel or a non-fiction book about the Civil War.  You may select one of the novels from our school collection or find one on your own.  Do NOT begin until turning in your parent signature form.  

You will need to read your novel outside of class.  You may read it during 10-minute read or during reading days in Language Arts with permission from your Language Arts teacher.

Requirements:

1.  Journaling:  8 entries will be expected for your book (5 points each)

· Divide the total number of chapters in your book by 8 to determine how often journal entries must be made.  (Mrs. B will be glad to help you with this.)

· As you read, look for especially interesting vocabulary words.  They may be words you already know, or words you don’t.  They may be words you are curious about or they may be words that paint an extremely good picture.

· Journal on your Bookmark Response sheet after you read, noting the page numbers you read for that entry.

· Select one of the following Active Reading Strategies.  You may repeat strategies.  You do NOT need to use ALL of the strategies but you must try at least 3.  If necessary, you may even combine 2 strategies.

· Questioning / Searching for reasons / Pondering events

· Connecting / Finding similarities within your own life

· Predicting / Trying to figure out what will happen next 

· Clarifying / Reviewing / looking for answers to your own questions

· Evaluating / Forming opinions about events, characters, author’s style

· Summarizing / A recap of the plot 

2. Create a 10-point project for your novel to share your book with your class.

· You may create a poster, shoebox diorama, or a short oral presentation for your class.

· You may also prepare a short skit or scene from the book with other students who have read the same book.

· You may plan your own mini-project.  Please check with me before beginning.
