Decide if your newspaper will be a Northern or Southern newspaper.

Select the type of information you will include in your articles.

You may base your articles on topics that took place at any time during the war.

Four research days will be included during class.

Newspapers should be completed on the computer.


Format the newspaper’s name in a Header.  

Write in two single-spaced columns.


Include 2 main articles with illustrations.

Add at least 4 special features found in newspapers   

(EX: political cartoons, advice, advertisements, obituaries, etc.)

These special features should be factual and connect with the time period.


Headlines should “grab” the reader.


It is very important to proofread before printing.  

Print in black & white.


Newspapers will be shared with the class.
